Cllr Maguire reported on attendance at the last meeting by himself and the Chairman. The meeting had proved interesting and had created a useful link to an adjacent Council. As Beverley Town Councils’ aims were possibly wider ranging than those of this Council it was agreed to report and liaise with them on any topics relevant to this Council.
